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Patent filings by China and India increase exponentially

According to WIPO, Chinese companies filed 203,257 domestic and foreign patent applications
in 2008, 14 times as many as 10 years ago. Japan tops the list with 500,034 patent filings, followed by the
United States with 389,073 patent filings, and China ranks third. Furthermore, the number of domestic patent
applications filed by Chinese companies and private persons increased almost eightfold from 2000 to 2008.

Furthermore, Indian companies filed 4537 domestic and foreign patent applications in 2008,
which corresponds to an increase greater than 60% compared to 2005. More than half of the applications were

filed in the United State.

On August 11, 2010, Virnet X Holding (California) filed a complaint against companies such as
Apple Inc. and Cisco Systems Inc. with the Federal District Court in Tyler, Texas, alleging patent infringement.

The litigious patents relate to the use of a domain name service for constructing a Virtual Private
Network (VPN). Virnet X alleges that Apple, Cisco, Aastra, and NEC each infringe at least one of five of its
patents, and that Apple’s multi-function mobile phone “iPhone,” portable music player “iPod,” and tablet-type

computer “iPad” infringe two of its patents.
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VViacom files an appeal against the ruling of YouTube copyright lawsuit
with Google

On August 11, 2010, Viacom expressed its intent to file an appeal against the ruling of its
YouTube copyright lawsuit with Google. Google had won the lawsuit in the summary judgment in June 2010.

In the summary judgment, it was decided that YouTube is protected by the Safe Harbor
Provision of the Digital Millennium Copyright Act (DMCA) and that the copyright owner is responsible to

notify the website owner of the presence of the content which possibly infringes the copyright.
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A first intellectual property fund in Japan is established

On August 6, 2010, the Intellectual Property Strategy Network (IPSN) and the Innovation
Network Corporation of Japan (INCJ) announced their establishment of the Life-Sciencelntellectual Property
Platform Fund (LSIP), the first intellectual property fund in Japan and one which invests in intellectual property
in the field of life science.

With regard to four fields (biomarkers, ES/stem cells, cancer, and Alzheimer’s disease), LSIP
licenses the intellectual properties collected from government researchers and companies, carries out
supplementary studies, and acquires peripheral patents.

The fund enables companies to acquire licenses for groups of intellectual properties and

increases expectations for the generation of venture companies.
