The World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPQO) has published the World Intellectual Property Report for
2019. This report analyzes many patents and scientific publications from several past decades and reports
findings regarding the relationship between region and innovation activity.

The major content of the report is as follows.

* The main innovation hotspots are concentrated in five countries: China, Germany, Japan, Korea and the
United States.
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» Until 2000, the regions where innovation was most concentrated were Japan, the US and Europe, but from
2015-2017, these regions have begun to shift to Asian nations such as China, India, Israel, Singapore and
Korea.

 Innovation is becoming more collaborative (there is also an increase in international collaborations).

* Innovation in the field of self-driving vehicles is not limited to traditional carmakers and the list of top patent
applicants includes non-carmakers such as Google's Waymo, Uber and Delphi. Innovation in the field of self-
driving vehicles extends to IT hotspots.

* Innovation hotspots for agricultural biotechnology are mainly in China, Germany, Japan, Korea and the US.
However, compared to other fields, innovation activity is more widespread and can also be found in Africa,
South America and Asia, etc.

This report is an interesting resource for those considering future developments in global innovation.

Fees related to international patent applications have been partially revised from January 1, 2020. The revised

fees are as follows.

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Examination Guidelines for Similar Goods and Services (International
Classifications 11-2020)
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A Law Partially Revising the Trademark Law Enforcement Regulations (Ministry of Economy, Trade and
Industry bill no. 42 dated November 21, 2019) was recently carried out. As a result, examination guidelines for
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similar goods and services have been amended. The amended guidelines were published on the Japan Patent
Office website the same day.

The new guidelines will apply to applications made from January 1, 2020 onwards.

The revisions are numerous and subtle, and include changes to English reference translations, the addition and
deletion of goods and services, and the transfer of classes etc. Thus, it is thought that errors regarding the
writing of goods and services or the selection of classifications will be more likely to occur. Close attention will
need to be paid when selecting designated goods and services.

Below are some examples of the changes (detailed information of other changes is available on the JPO
website).

Example 1

[Before change] Class 30 - Confectionary

[After change]  Class 29 - Fruit-based, vegetable-based, bean-based or nut-based snack
Class 30 - Sweets, desserts and snacks other than fruit-based, vegetable-based, bean-based or
nut-based

Reason for the change: since it has been clarified that fruit-based, vegetable-based, bean-based or nut-based
foods belong to Class 29, this change clearly separates "confectionary" into Class 29 or Class 30 depending on
its principal ingredients.

Example 2
[Before change] Class 42 - Designing, other than for advertising purposes
[After change] Class 42 - Design service

Reason for the change: this change clarifies that services creating and drawing designs belong to Class 42, even
if those designs are related to advertising.

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Enforcement Date for Revised Design Law

In previous newsletters, we included information on the wide-ranging changes that will be carried out to the
Design Law. The enforcement date for the revised Design Law has now been announced. Details of the date
and information on changes that will be made to related designs are below.

1. Enforcement date
April 1, 2020
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2. Revision details

(1) Broadening of items subject to protection: newly protected items

- Images for operation and display images (displaying results of performing functions) no longer need to be
recorded or displayed on articles

- Exteriors and interiors of buildings

(2) Broadening of related design system

(3) Change to period of duration for design rights (before change: 20 years from the date of registration; after
change: 25 years from the date of application)

(4) Raising standards for creative difficulty

(5) Introduction of designs for component parts

(6) Expansion of cases in which indirect infringement applies

3. Broadening of Related Design System

(1) Period in which it is possible to apply for a related design (Related Design B) similar only to another related
design (Related Design A): until ten years from the filing of the application of the first principal design (the
base design).

(2) If the principal design of Related Design B (Related Design A) is in force, it is still possible to register
Related Design B even if the principal design of Related Design A (the base design) expires.

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Expansion of Patent Prosecution Highways (PPH)

Japan-India

The Japan Patent Office (JPO) began a trial Patent Prosecution Highway (PPH) program with the Indian
Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade on December 5, 2019. Japan is the first country to
have a PPH with India.

The Indian Patent Office (IPO) is accepting PPH applications in the fields of electricals, electronics, computer
science, information technology, physics, civil engineering, machinery, fibers, automobiles and metallurgy. The
JPO and the IPO will each accept a maximum of 100 PPH applications each year.

Since this system can be applied only to applications first filed in either Japan or India, it is likely to be of use
to Japanese enterprises (many of which first file applications in Japan) that wish to acquire patent rights in the
large emerging Indian market.

Japan-Brazil

Restrictions on technical fields in the ongoing PPH between the JPO and the Brazilian Intellectual Property
Office were lifted from December 1, 2019. It is now possible to use the PPH for applications in all technical
fields.
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The PPH between the JPO and the Brazilian Intellectual Property Office began on April 1, 2017, but until now
it has excluded roughly half of all technical fields.

With the lifting of restrictions, applications in fields such as medicine can now benefit from the PPH system.
Since there is a general issue with delays in examinations in Brazil, the PPH is extremely useful for applicants
who wish to quickly acquire rights.
